i Sharing the Love of Jesus

Y Jesus told his disciples during the Pass-
over Feast,"A new command | give

e you: Love one another. As | have loved
4 You, so you must love one another. By
this all men will know that you are my
disciples, if you love one an-
other.” (John 13:34-35) These are
powerful words our Messiah gave his
disciples over 2,000 years ago, and the
same imperative is given to all His dis-
ciples today.
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Recently, this passage became even
more real to me as | served alongside
Bert Sandler and other Light of Mes-
siah Ministries workers during an
outreach at Centennial Park and the
Gay Parade in downtown Atlanta.

Earlier during the week, Bert con-
ducted a training class that equipped us
for street ministry. Our purpose was to
distribute Jewish sensitive gospel lit-
erature, to introduce the ministry to be-
lievers and unbelievers, obtain contacts
for personal follow-up by Light of
Messiah staff , and to introduce Jesus
as the Jewish Messiah to Jewish and
Gentile unbelievers.

God led me to several divine appoint-
ments. One young man, Chris, ac-
cepted our literature after a lesbian
companion “angrily” refused it and

warned him not to take it. Chris

wanted me to know that he believed in
Jesus, but that he also believed God ac
cepted him in his gay lifestyle. Al-
though we had a healthy dialogue,
Chris did not “change his mind.” 1 told
Chris that | knew that our encounte
was a “divine appointment” because h
sought me out in spite of the oppositio
of his friend. | encouraged him to seek
out God’s truth through prayer and the
Word and that | was confident God
would reveal the truth to him.
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Another young man especially touched
my heart. After a brief conversation
was sure in my heart that he knew Je-
sus. He also seemed to be struggling
with his homosexual lifestyld. asked

him, “Would you like to get out of

your way of life?” He looked at me
with a sad but hopeful gaze and said
in almost a whisper, “Yes.” | looked

him in the eyes and saidGod loves
you and He can help you overcome
this. He will give you the power, BUT
you have to make a determined deg
sion to turn from it.”As | looked at
him | hoped and prayed that the
Lord would help him win the battle
and that he would truly be set free.
