A Hasidic Decision

unreached of the Jewish community, the
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Hassidic. The Hassidic Jewish com-
munity is the most religious sect
within Judaism. Their Judaism incor-
porates mysticism and orthodox adher-
ence to the law of Moses. They are
also very reliant upon the teachings of
their rabbis. Because they are so reli-
gious, the Hassidic community shuns
most intercourse with outsiders and
prefers to interact mostly with those
within the community. Hassidic Jew-
ish people can be the most resistant
group to the gospel.
