I made an 
appointment to meet with Elizabeth and 
Zach at a local coffee shop.

I was able to share my testimony 
with them and give them books to read 
together. We studied the Bible. They 
read “The Case for Christ” by Lee 
Strobel and spent time reading the Bible 
on their own. Every time we met they 
would bring questions they had from 
their reading or study.  Though I have 
never,  and do not encourage 
“evangelistic” dating, I could see that 
these young people not only cared for 
each other but were intent upon finding 
answers to their spiritual questions.
