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recently had the opportunity to, 
over the course of four nights, 
share the importance of  under-
standing the Jewish roots of our 
faith at a church in Valdosta, GA.  

It was an incredible experience. I have 
never spoken on four consecutive eve-
nings before and enjoyed the chance to 
get to know the people of the commu-
nity. It also gave me the opportunity to 
share four different messages relevant 
to the church, to help them understand 
the rich heritage we have, as well as  
how Jesus is pictured in the Old Testa-
ment and the Jewish holidays.  
 
After one of the services a lady ap-
proached me at my literature table. She 
patiently waited as I spoke to several 
people. As the crowd thinned out she 
came up to me to talk.  
 
“Murray,” she said, “Your messages 
have changed the way I look at the Bi-
ble. I finally understand how important 
the Jewish people are to us as Chris-
tians. I now realize how indebted we 
are to the Jewish community. It is amaz-
ing how the Jewish holidays and the 
Old Testament point to Jesus as Mes-
siah. I am a kindergarten teacher. Our 
school has always shied away from do-
ing anything Jewish because Jewish 
people don’t believe in Jesus. Now I 
want to go back to my school and teach 
my children about the Jewish holidays 
and the Jewish roots of our faith. This 
is incredible. What books should I 
buy?”  
 
I helped her find some books and then 
said to her, “Ok, now you go and teach 
your class about the Jewish roots of 
our faith. Help them to learn to love 
the Jewish people and Israel. You go 
and affect history.” 
 

known resource so that people will 
contact us for help with any Jewish 
person who might be in their lives. 
We want teachers to take the informa-
tion we give and pass it on to their stu-
dents.  
 
Ministering in churches gives us the op-
portunity to encourage pastors in com-
municating God’s love for the Jewish 
people and Israel to their congregation. 
Many pastors call our ministry for help 
in these areas.

In Christian Schools 

 
One of the expanding areas of our 
ministry is teaching classes in Chris-
tian schools. Every time we have an 
opportunity to teach a high school mis-
sions or Bible class, we are influencing 
the lives of those students. Many of the 
students come up to us after class relat-
ing how our presentation has changed 
their view of the Jewish people and our 
relationship to them as Christians. Stu-
dents are leaving classes with a deeper 
burden for the Jewish people and for Is-
rael. Students are being equipped to wit-
ness to their Jewish friends. 
 
The next generation of believers need 
to be influenced and equipped to 
carry the torch of the Gospel into the 
marketplace. The next generation of 
believers will be confronted with more 
tension in the Middle East. The next 
generation of believers need to know 
that the Jewish people have a special 
place in God’s heart and plan. 
 
By teaching in Christian schools  we are  

affecting history. 
 

Affecting History 

At that moment  I realized that I had 
a hand in changing the lives of those 
children. Maybe one of them will grow 
up to become a missionary to my peo-
ple! At least they will be sensitive to 
Jewish issues. Jewish rabbis have a 
saying, “If you save one soul it as if 
you have saved the world.” In our 
Kingdom, as we teach our children, we 
make disciples who will save the world 
with the message of Jesus. As our min-
istry shares the Gospel and speaks in 
churches we have a hand in changing 
the course of lives, families, and his-
tory. Here is how we are doing it... 
. 

In Churches 
 
Some of our time is spent ministering 
in churches. When we are there we 
want people to know that we have an 
agenda. Not only do we want to teach 
about the Jewish roots of our faith, 
but we want people to leave our ser-
vices with a deepened burden for the 
Jewish people. We want to encourage 
people to spend more time in prayer for 
their Jewish friends, for the Jewish 
community, and for Israel. We want to 
equip people to go out and minister to 
their Jewish friends. We want to be a

It is our hope that her 
family will see her new faith and re-
spond by considering Jesus for them-
selves. 
 
Casey got a call in the office from a 
Jewish lady in financial trouble and 
living in a shelter. After ministering to 
her over the telephone for over an hour 
the lady agreed that she not only 

needed financial assistance, but that she 
needed spiritual help as well. She 
prayed with Casey over the phone to 
ask Jesus in to her life! 
 
We are continuing to receive calls 
from people who have Jewish 
friends. 
 
A lady from North Carolina called to 
tell us about her Jewish employer who 
is struggling through a difficult mar-
riage and is depressed over his life.  
 
A gentleman from Atlanta called to ask 
for help for his Jewish neighbor who is 
out of a job and is looking for answers 
to life’s tough questions.
